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Teaching aims: 
1. Enable Ss to understand and know how to use new vocabulary concerning literature;

2. Help Ss to know some information about some important literary figures such as Shakespeare; John Keats, Katherine Mansfield and Charles Dickens.

Important teaching points:

1. Introduce to Ss different categories of literature, writers of different kinds of literature and some new words concerning the word “write”.

2. Help them find and get more information about some important literary figures and their works.

Teaching methods:

1. Design some chart filling and blank filling exercises to consolidate what they’ve learnt.

2. Organize a discussion to make every student work in class.

3. Let students use their dictionary to find out the usage of new words on their own.

Teaching aids:

1. The multi-media

2. The blackboard

Teaching procedures: 

Step 1 Lead in
1. A poem for the Ss to enjoy: Sonnet 18 by William Shakespeare.

Shall I compare thee to a summer’s day?

Thou art more lovely and more temperate.

Rough winds do shake the darling buds of May,

And summer’s lease hath all too short a date.

Sometime too hot the eye of heaven shines,

And often is his gold complexion dimmed;

And every fair from fair sometime declines,

By chance, or nature’s changing course, untrimmed;

But thy eternal summer shall not fade,

Nor lose possession of that fair thou ow’st,

Nor shall Death brag thou wander’st in his shade,

When in eternal line to time thou grow’st.
