Teaching Aims:

1. To encourage the students to talk about Sang Lan and how she searches for happiness.
2. To improve the students’ abilities of reading and speaking by talking about what is happiness and how to search for happiness.

3. To cultivate the students’ positive attitudes towards life.
Teaching Important and Difficult Points:

1. To be familiar with Sang lan and summarize her personality. 
2. To learn the items of an interview and make one in class.
3. To understand what is true happiness and how to stay positive in daily life.
Teaching Aids: Multimedia
Teaching Procedures:

Step 1: Lead- in: 

Lead to the topic by encouraging the Ss to talk about the things that make them happy and tell something about Sang Lan.
Step2: Reading

1. Get detailed information about Sang Lan in three period’s.

2. Summarize the personalities of Sang Lan.
3. Introduce more about Sang Lan and other disabled people for students to learn from. 

Step3: Discussion:

Organize the Ss to discuss what is happiness to them and how to stay happy in daily life, 
especially in difficult times. 

Step4: Activity---Make an interview

Make students work in pairs or groups to carry out an interview on what is happiness to different people. Remind them to pay attention to the items of an interview and how to begin and end an interview.
Step5: Summary:

Make a summary about happiness. 
Step6: Homework: 
1. Read the text carefully and finish the task-based reading on the learning paper. 
2. Read the text again to find out useful expressions and mark where you don’t understand. 
3. Write a short passage about the following items: ●Something about Sang Lan ●What is happiness to you ？●How to stay happy？ （120-150 words）
