Teaching aims:

1. Improve students’ reading ability by learning the text.

2. Train the students’ writing skills by writing a mysterious story.
3 .Arouse students’ interest in English and explore the mysterious world.
Teaching procedures:

Step1 Lead in
Show students some pictures about mysterious stories and lead to the topic of telling an unexplained mystery.

Step 2 Fast-reading
Read the passage and answer the following questions:
Q1:What do Yetis look like?

Q2:How many kinds of wild creatures are there and what are they?

Q3:Does the scientist Dr Grover Krantz believe Yetis’ existence?

Step 3 Careful reading
1. Read the passage carefully and fill in the form based on the passage.
2. Group work: Work in groups of three. One acts as a host of a CCTV programme. One acts as the witness to the Yeti. The last one acts as a scientist. The host invites them to his programme to talk about what they saw and how they felt about the Yeti.

 (Ss are supposed to discuss it with their partners, and show their results to the whole class. )

1. Give students some tips on how to tell a mysterious story.
1) an interesting title

2) an attractive beginning

3) some details with photos / pictures
4) scientists or people’s opinions

5) an open end for readers to think more
