Teaching plan for U1,M5 Word Power
Adjectives to describe personality

Teaching aims

1. Enable the students to master a number of words related to Personality by involving themselves in different activities.

2. Encourage the students to describe a person using proper adjectives.

Teaching procedures

Step1. Lead in

The teacher first encourages the students to talk about their friends, then introduce the topic of today’s lesson by focusing Students’ attention on the words about personalities in the descriptions.

Step2. Presentation of words describing personality

1. Students are asked to work in a group of four and discuss the personalities of famous characters. Each group is free to choose any one of the four choices.

2. Representatives from each group tell the rest of the class their opinions towards the character. 

Step3. Introduction of Positive adjectives and Negative adjectives 
1. Teacher puts all the adjectives that come up in Step 2 into two categories: Positive and Negative
2. Students work in pairs and find out whether the followings are positive or negative:

open-minded  moody   honest   polite   narrow-minded   impolite  boring    determined   happy   rude 

Step4. Introduction of synonyms and antonyms

The idea of synonyms and antonyms is introduced by referring back to the discussion about the personalities of characters.

Step5. Competition

Students are encouraged to think of as many positive and negative adjectives as

possible to describe personality.

Step6. Practice of the words learned
1. Students are encouraged to make meaningful sentences to describe a person by using what they’ve learned in the lesson. In the sentence, adjectives to describe personality should be included.

2. Finish Part A on page 7. (If time permits)
Homework

1. Write a short passage about a person, including his appearance, hobby and personality and so on.

2. Preview grammar: the Infinitive.
