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Teaching aims:

1. Enlarge the students’ vocabulary related to emotions. 

2. Help the Ss to get familiar with the words by using them.

Procedures:

Step 1  Lead-in 

  Talk about the Olympics Games and the big earth quake by asking questions like: When the 2008 Olympics Games were held in Beijing, how did you feel? When you heard the news that a big earthquake happened in Sichuang, how did you feel? And then I will come to the words related to emotions.
Step 2  Vocabulary expanding
   (1) Show them several pictures and they are required to describe the pictures using the adjectives they have learned before. At the same time I’ll give them more related words. And if possible I’ll get them to revise the difference between “-ed” form adjectives and “-ing” form adjectives.
   (2) Create a number of situations and ask them to use some adjectives to describe the feelings according to different situations.
Step 3  Conclusion
(1) Up to this point, we have been talking about the adjectives. So let’s talk about the nouns, too. 
Step 4  Pair work
Each pair can choose three words related to emotions to act out. And if necessary they can use some props to help them. Of course they’ll be given several minutes to get prepared.

Step 5.  Practice

   Before class I’ll prepare several exercises to help them master the vocabulary we are discussing.

Step 6  Introduce some English idioms about emotions.
Tell them that besides words we can also use some idioms to express the emotions of people. I’ll show six sentences with some English idioms in, and get them to guess the meaning of the idioms according to the context.

Step 7  Homework
