
浅谈阅读理解技巧

　　准确揣摩作者对某个事件的态度及写作意图是阅读理解最高技能的体现。它能够反映出考生对文章深层次理解的能力。该类题目在整个阅读理解题中占1~2题。 
　　［命题特点］ 
　　该类考题可以针对文章中某个细节提问作者的态度或意图，也可以针对全文所述内容提问作者的态度或意图。其题目中多含有the author或the writer等词。例如： 
　　Why does the author write this article? 
　　What’s the writer’s attitude to this problem? 
　　该类题目正确答案的特点为： 
　　1. 是作者在原文中所表露的态度或意图的同义、近义句。 
　　2. 是作者在原文中所表露的态度或意图的升华。 
　　3. 是作者在原文中所表露的态度或意图的概括。 
　　其干扰项的特点为： 
　　1. 是作者在文章中所批驳的观点。 
　　2. 是文章里所提到的某个细节，但并非作者的态度或意图。 
　　3. 是文章中根本未提及的内容。 
　　［解题方法］ 
　　在通读全文，弄清文章所阐述的内容的基础上： 
　　1. 要特别注意作者在表述某个事件等时的用词。作者的态度可以从褒义词、贬义词上揣摩出来。 
　　2. 如果是针对文章中某个细节提问作者的态度或意图，那么要特别注意紧跟在相关细节后的评述部分。 
　3. 如果是针对作者写这篇文章的态度或意图提问，则要特别注意全文结尾部分的评述。 
　　4. 在有些文章里，作者并未直接表明自己的态度。这就要通过全文的细节描述去揣摩。 
　　［题例剖析］ 
　　［例1］ 
　　The author seems to tell us in Paragraph 1 that______.（2007天津） 
　　A. time alone will tell 
　　B. time goes by quickly 
　　C. time will show what is right 
　　D. time makes one forget the past 
　　剖析 该段原文如下： 
　　I recently turned fifty, which is young for a tree, midlife for an elephant, and ancient for a sportsman. Fifty is a nice number for the states in the US or for a national speed limit, but it is not a number that I was prepared to have hung on me. Fifty is supposed to be my father’s age, but now I am stuck with this number and everything it means. 
　　通读该段可以看出，作者是在表述自己步入50岁时的态度。他说：……但是我对于这个数字还没有做好心理准备。这表明他在感叹时间过得太快了。因此，该题的答案是B。 
　　［例2］ 
　　The author considers his fifty years of life______.（2007天津） 
　　A. peacefulB. ordinary 
　　C. satisfactoryD. regretful 
　　剖析 该题目要求考生在阅读完文章后揣摩出作者对自己已度过的50年人生的看法。因此，我们要重点阅读全文最后一段： 
　　Whether or not Browning was right, most of my first fifty years have been golden ones, so I will settle for what is ahead being as good as what has gone by. I find myself moving toward what is ahead with a curious blend(混合) of both fighting and accepting my aging, hoping that the philosopher(哲学家) was right when he said, “Old is always fifteen years from now.” 
　　我们应注意作者在评价自己50年人生时的用词。他将自己的50年人生评价为golden ones，而且希望今后的日子能as good as what has gone by。可以看出，作者对这50年人生是相当 “满意的”。因此，该题的答案是C。 
　　［例3］ 
　　The author thinks modern hunters kill mainly______.（2007北京） 
　　A. to make the countryside safe 
　　B. to earn people’s admiration 
　　C. to gain power and influence 
　　D. to improve their health 
　　剖析 该题目是针对文章中的一个细节提问作者的态度。因此，我们首先要在短文中找到相关的细节。该文第三段表明了作者对三种猎杀老虎的动机的态度： 
　　I believe the main reason why the modern hunter kills is that he thinks people will admire his courage in overpowering dangerous animals. Of course, there are some who truly believe that the killing is not really the important thing, and that the chief pleasure lies in the joy of the hunt and the beauties of the wild countryside. There are also those for whom hunting in fact offers a chance to prove themselves and risk death by design; these men go out after dangerous animals like tigers, even if they say they only do it to rid the countryside of a threat. I can respect reasons like these, but they are clearly different from the need to strengthen your high opinion of yourself. 
　　显然，题目是针对第一种猎杀老虎的动机进行的提问。根据该段第一个句子可以确定，选项B是正确答案。因为，to earn people’s admiration与people will admire his courage in overpowering dangerous animals是同一个意思的不同表达。至于选项A、C、D，不但与该段第一种动机没有联系，甚至与后两种动机也没有关联。 
　　 
　［例4］ 
　　What’s the author’s view on the tigershoots he has seen?（2007北京） 
　　A. Modern hunters lack the courage to hunt facetoface. 
　　B. Modern hunters should use more advanced weapons. 
　　C. Modern hunters like to hunt rabbits instead of tigers. 
　　D. Modern hunters should put their safety first. 
　　剖析 该题目也是针对文章中的一个细节提问作者的态度。与该问题相对应的信息出自全文的最后一段： 
　　I can understand such beliefs, and can compare these hunters with those who hunted lions with spears(矛) and bravely caught them by the tails. But this is very different from many tigershoots I have seen, in which modern weapons were used. The socalled hunters fired from tall trees or from the backs of trained elephants. Such methods made tigers seem no more dangerous than rabbits. 
　　作者看到的是怎样的猎杀老虎的方法呢？他对此方法又持怎样的态度呢？作者写道：……使用现代化的武器。这些所谓的猎人躲在高高的树上或坐在训练有素的大象身上朝老虎开枪。这无疑与捕杀兔子一样安全。正确答案为Ａ。因为选项实际上是对该段最后一个句子的升华。选项B、D是作者所不齿的方法，选项C有悖于原文的细节。 
　　［例4］ 
　　When I met him, I had a lot of anger inside of me. I’ve lived my whole life in Spanish Harlem, but in my neighborhood, there are shootups all the time. I know kids who have been shot or beaten up. I have friends who ended up in prison. I could have ended up that way, too, but Mr. Clark wouldn’t let that happen. 
　　Mr. Clark worked long hours, making sure I did my work. My grades rose. In fact, the scores of our whole class rose ... 
　　On graduation day, there were a lot of tears. We didn’t want his class to end ... 
　　... It’s now my dream to one day start a group of women’s clubs, helping people from all backgrounds. 
　　In the passage, the writer intends to tell us that______. 
　　A. Mr. Clark went to South Africa because he liked traveling 
　　B. Mr. Clark helped to set up a group of women’s clubs 
　　C. a good teacher can help raise his or her students’ scores 
　　D. a good teacher has a good influence on his or her students 
　　剖析 该题目是考查作者写作意图的。在该文章里，作者没有直接表明自己对老师的任何态度。但我们可以把作者对几个细节的描写加以对比，从中揣摩出作者的态度。 
　　第一段：作者本想做出不法之事，但老师没让这种事情发生； 
　　第二段：在老师的帮助下，作者的成绩提高了； 
　　第三段：表现出了浓浓的师生情； 
　　第四段：作者梦想有一天能开办妇女俱乐部，以帮助各种背景的人们。 
　　从这些信息中我们可以看出，作者是在向我们传达一个信息：一个优秀的老师对学生们的正面影响是巨大的。因此，该题的正确答案是D。该答案是对作者在文中所描述细节时流露出的情感的概括。选项A、C只是文中的两个细节，选项B的内容文中根本没有提及。 
　　 
　　［亲身体验］ 
　　 
　　One windy spring day, I observed young people having fun using the wind to fly their kites. Multicolored creations of varying shapes and sizes filled the skies like beautiful birds flying and dancing. As the strong winds gusted against the kites, a string kept them under control. 
　　Instead of blowing away with the wind, they arose against it to achieve great heights. They shook and pulled, but the restraining（控制的） string and the troublesome tail kept them in tow, facing upward and against the wind. As the kites struggled and trembled against the string, they seemed to say,“ Let me go! Let me go! I want to be free!” They flew high and beautifully even as they fought the restriction of the string. Finally, one of the kites succeeded in breaking loose. “Free at last,” it seemed to say. “Free to fly with the wind.” 
　　Yet freedom from restraint simply put it at the mercy of an unsympathetic breeze. It fell down to the ground and landed in a tangled mass of weeds and string against a dead bush. “Free at last”, free to lie powerless in the dirt, to be blown helplessly along the ground, and to lodge lifelessly against the first obstruction.

　How much like kites we sometimes are. The heaven gives us restrictions, rules to follow from which we can grow and gain strength. Restraint is a necessary counterpart（对手）to the winds of opposition. Some of us are controlled by the rules so hard that we never try to reach the heights we might have obtained. 
　　Let us each rise to the great heights, recognizing that some of the restraints that we may annoy at are actually the steadying force that helps us go up and achieve.
