9A Unit2 Reading ( I )

Teaching objectives: 

1.To understand what colors represent

2.To recognize and understand vocabulary about emotions

3.To match colors to characteristics

Teaching methods: Listening/ writing/ speaking/discussing

Teaching procedures:
Step I. Warming-up

   Tell the students that our world is full  of colors . Some colors are warm colors , some can make us feel calm and peaceful . Then made students scan the passage and answer the following questions.

1.What’s your favorite color?

2. Do you know anything interesting about colors? 

3. Do you think that colors can affect our moods?

4. How many kinds of colors are talking about in the text? What are they?

Step II. Reading

  1. Play the tape and make students listen carefully .Find out what colors belong to calm colors, warm colors, energetic colors, strong colors.

2. Read the passage aloud. Ask students to listen to you carefully and follow the text on the page.

3. Ask one student at a time to read a paragraph. After each paragraph, ask students to say which parts of the text they do not understand.

Step IV. Practice

1. Ask more able students what they think about the article. Do they agree with what it says or which part of it do they like most? Encourage more able students to give reasons for their answers.

2. Ask students to read Part A on page 26 and 27 again and use the information to complete Part B1 on page 28. 

3. Ask students to work in pairs to complete Part B2. Ask students to raise their hands when they have finished. The first pair to finish the exercise correctly is the winner.

4. After students have finished, give the correct answer to each question.

Step IV. Activity

Ask students to tell the class any interesting facts they know about the colors.

Step V. Homework:  

1. Underline your important phrases 

2. Read the text again and remember the new words
