But as we examine this quality in the context of effective self-management, we realize it’s usually not the dramatic, the visible, the once-in-a-lifetime, up-by-the-bootstraps（自立自强的） effort that brings lasting success. This special ability comes from learning how to use this great quality in the decisions we make every day. Ks5u Ks5u
The degree to which we have developed our independent will in our everyday lives is measured by our personal honesty. Honesty is, fundamentally, the value we place on ourselves. It’s our ability to make and keep promises to ourselves, to “walk our talk.” Ks5u Ks5u
Effective management is putting first things first. While leadership decides what “first things” are, it is management that puts them first, day-by-day, moment-by-moment. Management is discipline （training to be self-controlled）, carrying it out. Ks5u Ks5u
