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Theory of Lexical Chunks and English Writing Instruction
for Senior Students of Primary School

Abstract: Present issues with primary school English writing instruction include students’ lack of
linguistic knowledge, conflict between Chinese and Western thinking styles, and loss of writing
training. The approaches to English writing instruction for senior students of primary school in the
perspective of lexical chunk theory are as follows: centering on the topic and combing out ready—made
chunks to construct the word bank; offering prefabricated expressions and building the scaffolding to
guide writing of different levels; cooperating and exchanging and enhancing assessment to encourage
students, etc. Application of the teaching method can, to some extent, strengthen students’ coherence
and appropriateness in discourse, resultantly improving students’ competence of using English in a
well-rounded way.
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
