Step1. Revision

1. “We’ve learned many kinds of films. Do you remember them?” Show some pictures to the students and read them together.

2. “What is your favourite kind of film? Why do you like them?” Ask some students to answer the questions. “Do you like action films? I don’t like action films either. Because there are many fights in them and I think they have a bad effect on teenagers.” Teach “fight” and “have a bad effect on”. Practise “have a bad effect on” by translate some phrases and sentences.

Step2. Presentation
1. “Most people like watching films. Sandy and Kitty are talking about their favourite kinds of films. Listen to the tape and try to answer the two questions. “What is Kitty’s favourite kind of film? Who loves action films?”
2. Books open. Read the conversation on P93 by themselves. Let the students ask questions first. Then teach “What do you think about...? / What do you think of…? / How do you like…?” Read it together and then in roles.
3. Work in pairs to make up new dialogues.

Step3. Presentation

1. Ask “Do you often watch films? Where do you watch films? How often do you watch films?” “Now there is a film festival in Sunshine Town. Let’s look at the Cinema Guide on P92.” Ask the students to read it by themselves and think about the questions: ① How many cinemas are there in the Cinema Guide? What are they? ② Where is Olympic Cinema…? ③ Which film is showing at Olympic Cinema…? ④ Is the film suitable for all ages? ⑤ How much is the ticket? Then answer the questions one by one. Love Ship: “Is the ticket price ￥15 every day?” (No, it’s ￥9 on Tuesdays and before 6 p.m. on Fridays.) “So there is a special offer on Tuesdays and before 6 p.m. on Fridays.” Teach “a special offer”.
2. Ask the students to use the information in the Cinema Guide to finish part of Sandy’s notes. Then check the answers.

3. Listen to the tape and complete the rest of the notes. (If you can’t write down all the words while listening, please write down the first letter of each word and then finish it.” Check the answers. Teach “fall in love with”.

4. Ask the students to use the information in PartA1 to complete the report on P93. Check the answers. “Maybe you don’t know the answers of No.8 and No.9. Let’s listen to the tape again and try to get the answers.” Then teach “bring dinosaurs alive on screen” and “be shown / be showing / be on”.
Step4. Discussion

Ask the students to discuss in groups of four. “Is watching films good or bad for us?” Show my opinions to the students. Read together.

Step5. Giving advice

    Films are very interesting. But we students should choose the suitable films to watch. And we must learn to keep a balance between work and play.

Step6. Homework

    Write a report about your favourite kind of film. You should also tell the reasons why you like this kind of film.
