Teaching aims:  The reading is designed to help students improve reading comprehension through prediction.
Teaching Important Points: Read the material about the curse of the mummy and learn how so many people died so strangely. 
Teaching Difficult Points: Encourage students to predict the material

Teaching Methods: Pair / group work, discussion.

反思:

本教学活动从一组广告图片入手，摸清学生对广告的初步理解，激发他们的兴趣。在教学过程中，采取表层阅读，深层精读，专题讨论，综合巩固等形式将课文层层递进，步步深入地整体解决，同时注意了学生知识面的拓宽和实际运用语言能力的提高。Fast-reading和careful-reading使学生对文章了如指掌；Detailed-reading使学生对文章结构一目了然；reading-strategy在课文中的运用，使学生阅读理解的能力的提高大有益处；debate活动的设计，给了学生充分的空间去发表自己的观点。由于有了课文内容的基础铺垫，学生在发表各自观点时，条理清楚，论据充分，并且正反双方均能及时抓住对方弱势，及时进行有力辩驳。在辩论的过程中，又恰好巩固了文章中我们学到的基本知识。
总之，新课标以学生“能做事情”的描述方式设定各级目标要求。本案例摈弃了传统的单纯传授语言知识的教学方法，尽量调动各种感官，多角度、多层面、循序渐进地挖掘学生的潜能，力争使学生在提高实际语言能力的同时，思维和想象力，情感和精神层面，协作和创新精神等综合素质也得到发展。
但是，在活动中，我也发现一些有待改进的地方。由于我校学生基础普遍比较薄弱，在教学过程中，明显发现学生词汇量不足这一劣势。而这一点，也在很大程度上制约了学生的临场发挥。因此，在以后的教学过程中，要在扩大词汇量上面多下工夫。
