Teaching aims: this passage is an e-mail about a trip to some famous art museums in Europe, which introduces some famous artists and their works. The reading strategy explains ways to read a life story, in which the text usually goes in the order that things happens. Students are expected to gain an overall understanding of the article and learn to read a life story or biography with the help of the time order.

Step 1. Lead-in

Begin the class by asking students to talk about their past experiences of visiting museums. Some questions:

Have you visited an art museum? What was your experience like?

What did you see in the museum? How did you feel about what you saw?

Have a discussion about some artists and their works. Look for some information if necessary.

Step 2. Reading

1. Ask students to skim the e-mail and try to find answers to the three questions in PartA. Remind students to pay attention to the most information.
2. Ask students to read the passage more carefully and complete Part C1 individually. Ask students to check the answers as a class.

3. Ask students to scan the article again and look for the specific information in Part C2. Tell students that the sequence helps in understanding a story of someone’s life. 

4. Ask students to pay attention to the Reading Strategy of the article and ask them to focus on the way a life story is organized. Practice another biography so that they have to practice the skill.

5. Complete Part D. help students if they have any difficulty.

Step3. Post-reading activities

1. organize students into groups. Ask them to introduce each artist in the passage. Search for some information and introduce them to other students.

2. Ask students to read the instructions for Part F. Ask them to discuss with their partners, and report answers to the class.

3. Ask them to read the passage in Part A of Workbook. They can learn more information about Picassor and the history of photography.
Homework:

Write a passage about a famous artist of our country. Try to remember the article should be organized by the time order.
