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Different weather makes people feel different. It influences health, intelligence( %) and

feelings.

- In August, it is very hot and wet in the south of the USA. People there have heart trouble and
other kinds of health problems during this month. In the Northwest and the Middle West, it is very hot
at some times and very cold at other times. People in these states have more heart trouble after the
weather changes in February or March.

The weather can also influence intelligence. For example, in a 1983 report 1Q (¥ /) of a group
of students were very high when a strong wind came, but after the strong wind, their IQ was 10
below. The wind can help people have more intelligence. Very hot weather, on the other hand (53— 4
) , can make it lower. Students in many schools of the United States often get worse in exams in the
hot months of the year.

Weather also has a strong influence on people’s feelings. Winter may be a bad time for thin
people. They usually feel cold in these months. They might feel unhappy during cold weather. But fat
people may have a hard time in hot summer. At about 18°C, people become stronger.

Low air pressure ( & ) may make people forgetfill, People leave more bags on buses and in
shops on low-pressure days.

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Each year there is an increasing number of cars on the roads and streets as millions of new cars
are produced. One out of every six Americans works at putting together parts of cars, driving trucks,
building roads or filling cars with gas (¥XJH) . Americans can’t live without cars.

Most Americans find it hard to think what life would be like without cars. However some have
realized the serious problem of air pollution by cars. The polluted air is poisonous and dangerous to
health.

One way to get rid of the polluted air is to build a new kind of car. That’s what several of the
large car factories are trying to do.
