Teaching aims:
· To learn about the expressions and features of different types of books.

· To talk about favourite type of book and reasons.
· To inspire students’ interest in reading.

· To find out why we should read good books.

· To learn how to be good readers.
Teaching methods: Task-based teaching method; Situational teaching method

Teaching aids: Multi-media, blackboard
Teaching Procedures:

Step1. Lead-in

1. Have students watch a video about Dong Qing before class.

2. Have a free talk:

(1) Who is the hostess of these two TV programs? 

(2) Why is she the most suitable person for the hostess?

Step2. Presentation & practice I
1. Ask students to watch a video and answer two questions.
(1) What did Hobo think?      (2) What does Eddie want to do?
2. Ask students to read the dialogue and act it out.
Step3. Presentation & Practice II
1. Learn new words and types of books by playing a guessing game.

2. Have students finish Part A on P49.

3. Read and learn more types of books.

教学反思：本课时是江苏牛津英语八下Unit4 第一课时Comic strip & welcome to the unit。知识目标主要是让学生了解不同类别的书，能力目标是让学生能够用本课所学的词汇、短语和句型谈论自己喜欢的书并说明原因，情感目标是培养和激发学生对阅读的兴趣，鼓励学生养成深层次的阅读习惯，及训练学生的合作能力。教学重难点主要是能让学生掌握书目的类型特点，并用所学内容进行会话交流。

八年级的学生经过一年半的学习，他们对初中英语的学习有了自己的了解和定位，他们有极强的形象思维能力，好奇心强，但也较容易分散，所以保持他们的注意力是课堂实效的关键。本课设计思路主要以董卿为主线，创设情境，把学生的关注点转移到董卿热爱读书，那我们可以读什么样的书，为什么要读书，及如何成为一名好的朗读者这三个问题上，运用听说、展示图片视频、口语交际等方法，以教师为主导，以学生为主体，通过ask and answer, pair work, discussion，reading competition等活动，让学生掌握本课知识点，鼓励学生就本课话题表达自己的观点和意见。

教学过程：

1、Lead in

课前通过让学生观看董卿在诗词大会上的点评和朗诵，来激发学生对董卿这种随机应变、出口成章、引经据典的兴趣，所以导入部分，让学生深度思考董卿为何才是这些文化节目最合适的主持人选。通过对董卿的介绍，导入新单词knowledge, spare，并让学生感知董卿酷爱读书，且其深厚的文化底蕴背后是其渊博的知识和良好的读书习惯，便于开展本课的教学内容。

2、Presentation & practice I （Comic strip）

通过看图猜测“Does Eddie love reading books?”进入comic strip环节，首先通过带着问题观看动画，再通过齐读让学生熟悉句型。最后学生进行角色表演。这一部分旨在培养学生的听力技能，以及激发学生的表演才能。

3、Presentation & practice II（Welcome to the unit Part A）

这一部分是课的重点教学内容。教师通过呈现图片和短语的形式描述书的不同类型及其特点，让学生来猜书的类型，在小说novel的教学中呈现学生熟悉的《哈利波特》和不太熟悉的《巴黎圣母院》。教师借此用推荐好书的形式并辅以大量图片，介绍了书名、作者、主要人物和喜欢这本书的原因，顺利教授了一些难读的词汇，比如the hunchback of Notre Dame, Victor Hugo, ugly, Quasimodo等。这一环节旨在丰富学生的文学背景知识，搭建语言支架，为编对话进行语料的大量输入。接着让学生完成A部分的匹配，将书的类型写在图片的下方，朗读后再进行其他类别的补充，对本部分的书本内容进行了一定的补充。

4、Presentation & practice III （Welcome to the unit Part B）

B部分先是通过听对话选出Sandy和Daniel各自喜欢的书的类型，通过分角色朗读再次巩固词汇、句型的发音与表达，用“Different people like reading different books”进行过渡，让学生用自己的语言来谈论喜欢的书目和原因，作为语言输出和同伴合作的活动。这一部分旨在鼓励学生用所学的语言结构来表达对不同书籍类型的理解，从而激发学生对阅读的热爱。

5、Discussion& reading competition

本环节主要围绕why we read进行展开，通过让学生带着问题去阅读董卿的邮件，划出一些关键句，并在小组内进行分享阅读，在这种情境中有效地锻炼了学生scanning的阅读技巧，也让学生深入理解了读书的益处，指导学生learn to read so you can read to learn。第二部分用“Reading has so many advantages”过渡到how to be good readers，通过欣赏赵又廷的英文诗歌朗读，然后让学生知道一些朗读的技巧，并且通过董卿在各地招募朗读者的宣传片调动学生的兴趣，现场进行朗读竞赛，该部分学生参与度较大，有自由选择的空间，学生可以自由选择朗读的形式和内容，可以选择中西方的诗歌，也可以选择散文或者是成语故事叶公好龙，特别是当学生看到李白《静夜思》的英文翻译时很是新奇，激发了学生的求知欲，所以本环节的目的除了激发学生朗读的愿望，也希望通过多样性的经典作品来丰富学生的跨文化知识储备。

本课板书的设计也是参考了U4语法部分所要教授的“特殊疑问词+动词不定式”的结构，突出了本课的主线。
