	 Step1 lead-in
	 2-3
	1 Ask students to guess who the person is with the help of key words.
* a famous star online

* a beggar

* a man of sharp dress sense

* Dubbed as the most handsome underdog of this century

2 Show some pictures about Brother Sharp and explain the story of Brother Sharp in brief.

3 From Brother Sharp’s story, we know the internet has an important influence on our lives. Then ask students the question “what can you do with the help of internet”
	1 Guess who the person is.
2 Students are encouraged to express their idea on the topic—what can you do with the help of the internet？
	 To arouse the interest of the students on the theme--the effect of internet on our lives with a familiar and heated topic 

	Step 2 reading strategy
