COMMUNITY
Changzhou (Chinese: 常州) is a prefecture-level city in southern Jiangsu Province of the People's Republic of China. It is a historic city founded over 3200 years ago. The total area is about 4385 km2 and its population calculated in 2010 was 4591972. The city is situated in the affluent Yangtze Delta region of China, and it borders the provincial capital of Nanjing to the west, Zhenjiang to the northwest, Wuxi to the east, and the province of Zhejiang to the south. Its traditional role has been that of a commercial center and in particular a distribution center for agricultural produce, which was shipped by canal to the north and later, to Shanghai.
SCHOOL
Changzhou Senior High School of Jiangsu Province (SCZ) was founded in 1907 and serves the educational needs of Changzhou citizens. More than 40 thousands students graduated over more than 100 years since founded. Amongst them many have become celebrities and influenced tremendously in various fields in the nation. Offering both Chinese and AP curriculum, SCZ is a key public high school at the city level and recognized as a “Model” school at the provincial level. The high school serves Grades 10 through 12 and has an enrollment of more than 2000 students including 249 students in AP center. SCZ is a Monday through Friday day school. The school year starts in early September and finishes in early July. There are about 20 weeks in each semester and 2 semesters per year.
AP Program was launched in September 2008 and is embedded within the SCZ curriculum. This program aims to cultivate students into global citizens that could meet the challenge in the future by combining the Chinese and AP courses into the program. It admits students from the Main School for Grade 10. AP Center faculty are experienced Western/foreign teachers whose courses have been approved by The College Board. All AP courses are taught exclusively in English as its students intend to apply for colleges abroad, mainly the United States. Students in the Center receive the SCZ diploma upon graduation. The current enrollment for school year 2013-14 is 89 students in Grade 12, 90 in Grade 11, and 70 in Grade 10. 

Extra-Curricular Activities
SCZ have numerous opportunities for the students to become involved in extra- or co-curricular activities – both from the AP Center and the Chinese school.  Foreign teachers are involved in AP Student Council, Photography Club, Drama Club, Book Club, Drama Production, Yearbook Club, as well as many competitions such as MUN, STEM, Business and Mathematics contests and Harvard Debate.  From the Chinese school, students may participate in a wide variety of co-curricular activities in the social sciences (Psychology Club, Philosophy Club, Oracle Club, Odyssey of the Mind, School History Club), athletics (Aerobics, Table Tennis, Badminton, Tennis), academics (BSE, ASME, Robotics), community involvement (Marine Dream, Community Volunteering, Vision Communication) and fine arts (Glee, Painting , Calligraphy, Cosplay, and a school band).

Curriculum
In Grade 10, the students take two classes from foreign teachers: a literature based reading and writing class and a class emphasizing speaking and listening.  In addition, the students take numerous courses from Chinese teachers.  They include Chinese, Mathematics, English  Language and Composition, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, History, Philosophy, PE, Fine Arts, Music and IT.  All courses at the Grade 10 level are mandatory.
In Grade 11, the foreign teacher taught courses include AP Calculus AB, AP Physics B, AP Macroeconomics, pre-AP US History, English Literature and Composition, and Critical Reading.  The Chinese Curriculum includes PE, Chinese and English Language and Composition.  All courses at the Grade 11 courses are mandatory.
In Grade 12, all students must take two courses:  English Literature and AP US History.  Optional courses include AP Calculus BC, AP Microeconomics, AP Physics C and AP Statistics.  The number of courses a student takes is based on his/her ability.  Aside from the mandatory PE, Chinese courses include a choice of 4 from Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Geography, History and Politics to prepare the students for the graduation Huikao exam.
The academic day consists of 8 periods of 45 – 60 minutes in length.  For most courses, the students meet once a day though some classes (including literature and history courses) meet more than 5 times a week.

The school does not calculate GPA.

AP Exam Results
