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The Making of the Table of the Amount of the Ability

to Associate with Partners among the Children Aged 4—6

Abstract; On the basis of synthesizing the researches in the assodaltion with paitners anong children both at home and abroad, and in com-

bination with the teachers’ open questionnaires desciibing children association this survey has made the “Table of Amount of the Ability to

Assodalte with Paitners among the Children Aged 4-6”, which suits the chamcteristics of the children in our country. The fomal table,

made by modification after pretests and consisting of 24 items, was applied to 543 children aged 4-6 from 11 kindergartens in Nanjing The

results of the factor analysis proved the existence o the four factors in the table, i.e. the initiative of association, verbal and nonverbal

ability to associate, obstacles to association, pro-social action, which verified the preliminary structural anticipation. This survey emphati-
cally examined the reliability and validity of the table of which the reliability of the table of total amount and the table sub-amounts is be-
tween 0. 8031 and 0.9258. The result of the content validity and structural validity was satisfactory .
