	教材分析
	本单元的话题为outdoor fun, 旨在激发学生探索外面未知世界的兴趣。本篇课文改编自Lewis Carroll的著作《爱丽丝漫游仙境》中的第一章节，描述了爱丽丝是如何掉进兔子洞以及随后的所见所闻。本课意在借助这个著名童话故事中有趣的情节激发学生的想象和创造能力。

	学情分析


	1. 作为reading的第二课时，学生对本课的故事内容已经有了一个基本的了解。作为七年级的学生，他们对于童话故事以及其中生动的描写有着浓厚的兴趣，因此本课的文章回顾以动作为主线，邀请学生采用第一人称来讲述Alice的所见所闻。在文章的赏析部分，鼓励学生们对人物的心理展开想象，并以小组讨论的形式启发学生对故事结尾进行续写。

	Step 1:

Revision
(15 min)
	1. Ask students to solve a word puzzle;

2. Show a video about Down the Rabbit Hole,

3. Ask students some questions about Paras 1-2.
3. Ask students to find out the key verbs from paragraph 3 to 5 and have them retell this part with the key information.
	1. Guess the verbs in the word puzzle;

2. Watch the video.

3. Find out the key information for the first two paragraphs.
3. Find out the key verbs and use the information to retell Paragraphs 3-5.
	The word puzzle is used to lead in the title of the passage “Down the rabbit hole”.

The video is used to attract students’ interest at the beginning of the lesson and review what they’ve learned the day before.

	Step2:

Language focus

(12 min)
	Explain the language points in the context and consolidate each of them.

	Understand and use the language points in the context.


	All the language points are put in the same context and this can help students understand the key points better. Practice is important for students to consolidate what they have learned. 


	Step 3

Practice
(12 minutes)
	1. Discuss with the students about the amazing story and encourage them to imagine Alice’s feelings in the story.
2. Provide the students with 3 questions and ask students to imagine what will happen later in the story. 

3. Invite the students to share their stories with the class. 
	Think of an ending for the story, describing both Alice’s  actions and feelings. 
	Making up stories can encourage Ss’ creative thinking and improve their speaking ability.

	Step 4

Consolidation
(1 min)
	Introduce the masterpiece “Alice in Wonderland” to the students and encourage them to make their own story books as a class project.
	Make their own story books
	Encourage the students to read more about the fairy tale after class and cultivate their interest in writing their own.

1. Practise retelling the story and memorize the words and phrases. 

2. Improve the ending of the story.
3. Read the other parts of “Alice in Wonderland” or watch the movie.
