	教学对象
	Grade 7 students are active in class and willing to take part in activities. Their motivation for reading can be easily aroused through the contact with various activities, let alone an article which is closely related to their life experiences. However, they are lack of necessary reading strategies, which may affect their reading speed or interest in the long run. So it is important to help them master some reading strategies, thus developing a good habit of reading.

	1. Knowledge objectives
· Students learn about the new words and expressions in this text.

· Students understand the text thoroughly under the guidance of the teacher.

2. Ability objectives

· Students can use appropriate reading strategies to find information.
· Students are able to report something about Millie’s school life with some prompts given.
· Students can talk about their own school life after reading this text.

· Students can assess themselves and others properly.

· Students’ cooperative ability can be cultivated by completing tasks in groups.

3. Emotion objectives

· Students’ interest in reading can be promoted.

· Students’ self-confidence in speaking English can be built up.

· Students can form a positive attitude towards school life and know that the process of studying is difficult, but the result will be pleasing.

	Step 1. Lead in 
	 1’
	1. Show some photos about school life to students. 

2. Ask students some questions about casual topics. 
	1. Enjoy the photos. 
2. Answer some questions.
	Motivate students' interest and lead the topic to their school life. It is a natural way to lead in. 

	Step 2. Pre-reading 
	10’
	1. Choose one student to talk about her school life. 
2. Ask students some questions according to what they have heard. 
3. Present new words to students. 
	1. One student talks about her school life while showing some pictures.
2. Answer some questions. 
3. Learn some new words and expressions under the teacher's guidance. 
	With one student talking about her school life, a context is so created to present new words, which can arouse other students' interest. Vivid pictures also serve as a stimuli on students. Besides, the new words are presented in this process. Learning new words in a created context makes it easier for students to understand and remember the new words.
The teacher can check students' understanding by asking the questions.

New words have already appeared, so the teacher informs the students of more collocations of the new words, which are helpful for students' reading and speaking later. Reading the new words after the teacher can help improve students' pronunciation and intonation. 

	Step 3. While-reading

	1. Have students watch a video about Millie's school life and answer a question. 
2. Ask students to read the text quickly and do 'T or F' questions. 

3. Have students read the text carefully and fill in the form.

	1. Watch a video and answer a question: Does Millie have a good time at school?
2. Read the text quickly and do 'T or F questions'. 

3. Read the text carefully and fill in the form. 

 
	Watching video is more attractive than reading the text silently. At the beginning of reading, a video can easily seize students' attention. The question is so designed to help students get to know the main idea of the text. 
Reading quickly is one kind of reading strategies, which needs students to find out the information within a short time. 
This form explains Millie's school day in details, including the time and activities. This part is the most important part of one's school life. Whether it is understood thoroughly decides students' performance later. 



	Step 4. Post-reading

	1. Have students say something about Millie's school life according to the form.  
2. Help students read the text aloud and design questions about the text. 

3. Hold a group competition.
4. Have students make an interview.  

5. Have students watch a video of their own school life. 
	1. Say something about Millie's school life according to the form.  
2. Read the text aloud and design questions about the text.

3. Take part in a group competition. One student asks questions and he/she chooses other students to answer the questions. 

4. Make an interview in pairs to talk about Millie's school life.  

5. Watch a video and talk about their school life in a group of four. 
	Practice what students have already learned. It also improves students' ability in making sentences. 
Designing questions is more difficult than answering question because it requires students' thorough understanding of the text. Students are expected to make more 'wh-' questions. 
A competition is effective enough to stimulate students' interest. Limited time will make this game more competitive. 

Students can be more familiar with the text by completing this task. A microphone is used here to create a real interviewing atmosphere.  

Firstly, the video reveals students' everyday life, which can remind students of their colourful school life. And it also gives students some ideas and information, which can be used in their presentation. 

Secondly, group work ensures students to express their ideas more freely and independently. Students can learn to cooperate with each other and develop tolerance, mutual respect and harmony. 

Thirdly, students' confidence in speaking English can be cultivated. 

	Step5. Extension
	1’
	Share some good sentences with students and encourage students to love their school life. 
	Listen carefully to the teacher. 
	Integrate language teaching with moral education. Help students form a positive attitude toward school life. 

	Step 6. Homework

	1.Recite the article after class.
2.Design a poster about our school life in  groups of four. 


	
	Homework is an extension of the previous lesson. Reciting the text can help students develop the sense of language. Designing a poster calls for students' creativity, imagination and show their personality.
