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Teaching Plan

Teaching aims:

1. To enable the Ss to get a clear idea about the structure of the text;

2. To help the Ss to understand the details and some long and difficult sentences well;

3. To get the Ss to carry out a discussion on the topic of the text and practice what they have learned in class.
Teaching difficult and key points:

1. To help the Ss analyze long and difficult sentences.

2. To enable the Ss to get the main idea of passage and carry out the discussion around the topic.

Teaching methods:

1. Task-based teaching method

2. Teacher’s demonstration and presentation

3. Pair work and group work 

Teaching procedure:

Step I Lead-in

     A game: fitting the nose in. The teacher draws a face (without nose)on the Bb. Ask a student to draw the nose on the face with his eyes covered. First time alone, then ask him to find a partner to help him orally. Of course, he will accomplish the task better with the help of others. 

     Ask the Ss: What can we conclude from the game？

     -- Cooperation is important. In other words, teamwork is very important in our life.

Step II Presentation
