Teaching procedures
1. Review present continuous tense: Let students talk about the pictures.
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The verb form of present continuous tense
…am ,is are +doing…
2 Lead the past continuous tense by my last busy night. 
A busy night of yesterday
I am tired now because I was very busy last night. At 6:00 last night, I was cooking . At 6:30, I was having supper. At 7:30, I was washing bowls and dishes. At 8:00,I was cleaning and tidying my room . My son was reading English at that time. At 9:00 , I was searching some  useful  information on the Internet and my son was sleeping. At 10:00, I was planning my new lesson .I didn’t go to bed until it was very late. What a busy night of yesterday!
Let students think about the new tense ‘I was cooking/having/washing…’
3. Show students the pictures again and let them talk about what they were doing during the special past time.
a. She was singing and dancing last Sunday afternoon
b. She was drawing at four p.m. yesterday.
c. My grandparents were fishing when I came to see them
4. Let students sum up the verb forms of the past continuous tense. 
      …was / were + doing…
5. Compare the verb structure of the two tenses
Present continuous tense（现在进行时）
be( is am are) + doing (+present time)

Past continuous tense (过去进行时）
be (was  were ) + doing (+past time)

He/She/It+ wasn’t +doing+…     We/You/ They+ weren’t +doing+…
