Teaching Purposes:
1. Read and understand Suzy’s report card, and learn to write a personal profile
2. Listen to the tape about Suzy’s school life and identify the useful information
3. Talk freely about what we can and cannot do
Teaching Aids:

1. Tape recorder 

2. Multimedia
Teaching procedures:

Step 1: Lead-in and presentation:

T: Boys and girls, before our lesson today, let’s do a survey about your study of every subject. First of all, which subject do you like best and why?

S: I like PE lessons best, because I can have a lot of fun in PE lessons.
  I like Maths best, because it is very interesting.

  I like history best, because I can learn a lot about history from it.

  I like English best, because I am fond of reading English books.

  ……
T: Good! And I like this best. I like Geography best, because I can learn a lot about the world from Geography. Now follow me, Geography, Geography……
  And then, which subject are you best at?

S: I am best at……
T: Ok, then, which subject are you weak in? Do you know why?

S: I am weak in……
T: So, if you are weak in one subject, maybe you will feel worried about it. But my suggestion is that you shouldn’t worry too much about it, instead, you should always be cheerful. You know, “be cheerful” means “be happy”. Follow me, cheerful, cheerful…because I think it is a good personality. Yes, follow me, personality, personality…
But how to get better results in your weak subjects? Could you please tell me your ideas?

S: ……
T: Ok, thank you for your ideas, and here are my suggestions.

First of all, you should do your best, and “do your best” means “try your best”. That is to say, you should work hard and spend more time on your weak subject.
My second suggestion is that you should try to be interested in your weak subject, because interest is the best teacher, do you think so?

Next, you should try not to be careless. You know, for subjects like Maths, you should always be careful. If you are not careful enough, you will make a lot of mistakes. If you make too many mistakes, can you get good grades in it?

S: No.

T: Yeah. But for subjects like English and Chinese, I think you’d better have a good memory. If you have a good memory, you can remember things well. Now follow me, memory, memory……You know, some students have a good memory, but others not. So, if you don’ have a good memory, what can you do? 
S: ……
T: Good ideas. That is to say, you should practice more, because practice makes perfect.

  My last suggestion is that you should find good ways of learning? By the way, how can you find good ways of learning?

S: ……
T: Good! That is to say, you should exchange ideas with your teachers and classmates.

  So, here are my suggestions for your future study and I hope they will be helpful for you. Now follow me to read the new phrases here ……
T: I think if you had followed my suggestions, you would have got better results in your mid-term exam. You know mid-term exam? 
S: Yes.

T: Good! Usually, after the mid-term exam, the school will hold a parents’ meeting. Did you have a parents’ meeting after the mid-term exam? 
S: No.

T: OK, but Class 1 Grade 7 of Beijing Sunshine Secondary school is going to have a parents’ meeting this afternoon. So the grade teacher Mr. Wu Bing is a little busy these days, because he is preparing all the students’ report cards. Here is Suzy’s report card and Suzy is one of the students in Mr. Wu’s class. Now please read Suzy’s report card by yourself, and find out which subject is Suzy good at and which subject is Suzy weak in? You can read aloud if you like.
S: ……
T: Yeah, Suzy is good at Chinese, English and History, so she gets As for these subjects. She is good at Maths, too, but she is careless sometimes, so Suzy only gets a B. Suzy is weak in Geography and gets a C for it. Next, could you please try to give some suggestions for Suzy’s study of every subject?
S: …… (give them some answers to refer to)

T: Mr. Wu is taking some notes about Suzy, could you please help him fill in as much information as you can. You can also open your books to page 86 and write them down.

S: ……
T: How much information could you help Mr. Wu to fill in? …… (ask the students to answer together) But for the club, sports and personality, we know nothing about them. Never mind, Mr. Wu is coming and he is talking about Suzy’s school life, let’s listen to the tape and complete the rest information about Suzy.

(listen to the tape and check the answers)
T: Next, Mr. Wu is writing a profile for Suzy. A profile means an introduction to somebody. Here is Suzy’s profile, but some information is missing, could you please help Mr. Wu to complete the rest information as quickly as you can?

(Ask 3 students to check the answers in 3 paragraphs, and read Suzy’s profile together. Analyze Suzy’s profile: the first paragraph is about Suzy’s study, the second paragraph is about Suzy’s personality and the last paragraph is about Suzy’s school life.)

Step 2: Task:  
T: Next, let’s do a pair work. I’d like you to work with your partner and ask as much information as you can about your partner’s study, personality and school life, then report it to the class. Of course you can use Suzy’s profile as an example.

(ask several students to report their partner’s profile.)
Step 3: Speak up: 

T: Well done! From your profile, I know more about you. You have a lot of hobbies, such as singing, dancing, playing ball games and so on. You can do a lot of things and also you cannot do other things. Here comes Millie and Sandy, and they are talking about what they can and cannot do. Next, let’s listen to the tape without looking at your book and think about what Millie and Sandy can do.

S: ……
T: Here is Millie and Sandy’s dialogue, I’d like boys to be Sandy and girls to be Millie and let’s practice it together.

S: ……
T: Next, I would like to tick out some information in the dialogue and you can make your own dialogue like this.

S: ……
T: Now, make a different dialogue about what you can and cannot do. I have some sentence patterns for you.

S: ……
( ask several pairs of students to have a show)
Step 4: Home work: 
Write a profile for yourself. You can talk about your study, personality, school life as well as your future plan (未来计划).
