  Step 1.                     Introduction

Question3:  Do you like animals? Which animals do you like best?

1.                        Guessing games

T:  I know all of you like animals. Shall we play some guessing games about animals?

      (Show some riddles about animals and have students guess through the given descriptions)

Riddle 1. This kind of animal has two wings, and it can fly. It likes eating insects.
Riddle 2. It lives in the tree and it looks like human. It is often curious about everything.

Riddle 3. This animal is like a rope. It often wraps itself around the tree.
Riddle 4. We often call it the killer in the river. It can eat many animals, which are even bigger than itself.

          Riddle 5. It is the largest animal on land. But it always eats grass or leaves.

T: What do an elephant have? Can you describe the elephant?

3.                           Lead in the theme “trunk”
T: What does the elephant use his trunk to do?

  Step 3                Listening and judging

1. Question: Do you know many years ago, the elephant had a short nose. But now why does it have a long trunk? What happen millions of years ago?

2. Listen to the tape while students look through the passage quickly.

          1. Long ago elephants had long noses.
2. Elephant’s Child came from China.

3. When the elephant came closer, the crocodile ate it.

4. As they pulled, the trunk became shorter and shorter.

5. The big snake helped the crocodile eat that elephant.

6. Finally the elephant could do many things that others couldn’t do.

  Step 4             Further comprehensions
1. Have students read the passage in roles.

2. Give some language points from the context on the left and give the explanations on the right. Have students match them.

3. Lead the students review all this important points by reading

  Step 5.             Try to retell

        In order to improve the students’ ability of mastering the correct tense and the spoken English. The teacher cut the whole story into 9 small pictures. Have the students retell each picture with the given key words.

  Step 6.              Little survey

        Inspire the students to think that this story is not only a story , but also a fable. The four characters refer to four different kinds of person. Have the students choose their dream kind which each character mean. Help them to know which kind is good or bad. Teach them to be a good kind.

  Step 7              Discussion

       1.  Help the students think about the following questions:

          (1) What can we learn from the story?
(2)  What does the title ‘ Be careful where you put your nose’ tell us?
