Unit 6 pets

comic strip and welcome to the unit

Objectives

1.To introduce students to the world of pets

2.To identify names of animals and typical features

3.To understand differences in animal features

Ⅰ.

1.Talk about whether they like pets or not. What pets do they like?

2.Guessing game: Show the pictures of the pets’ parts and guess what it is. Learn 

new words and find out the special plural form of “ goldfish” and “ mouse”.

Ⅱ. 

1.Show the pets ( pictures) to review the new words orally.

2.Play a game: Give the reasons that we like the pets and ask the students to guess which kind of pet it is. Spell out the name of the pets( review the spelling).

3.Speak up:Ask questions to talk about their favourite pets. Why or why not? Give more reasons. Make new dialogue and act out ( I’m fond of…/ be crazy about…/ dislike…/hate…
Ⅲ. Do a quiz

 Divide the class into groups of 4. Give the key words about the description of a pet and the winners can choose anyone to make the sound of this pet or do an action.

Ⅳ. Language points: 

1. I like watching it swim around.

1) watch sb do sth 用动词原型作宾语补足语，强调动作的全过程，此类动词还有see, hear等感官动词。

e.g. She liked to watch children play.

I see him do morning exercises every morning..

2. Get them to find out the main idea and guess what we will learn in this unit.

Ⅵ.Game

Two students make a group. One describes a pet’s features, look, feeding habbits, home, behaviour, etc. The other one acts out . At last they can ask another one to guess the name of the pet.

Ⅰ.Show th students some pictures and ask them to spell out the names of the pets.

Ⅱ.

1.Complain the new words and get the students to guess which parts of the animals they are.

e.g. beak: Birds have beaks which they use to eat and drink.

Scales: Before we cook fish, we should wipe them off. 

Fin: Fish uses them to swim.

2. Practise the new words, fill in the blanks.

Ⅲ. Guessing game

Show the students the descriptions of the pets’parts and guess which pet it is.

Ⅴ. What description can you find in the two passages.

1. the pets’ appearance

2. the pets’ activities

Ⅵ. Discussion

1. Get students to discuss the activities of the pets ( dogs, cats, fish).So we use more verbs to describe their activities.

2. Imitate part B, talk about “ parrot”, when we want to write about parrot, what should we say? We can use more adjectives to describe its appearance or personality.

Ⅶ.

1. Show pictures of the pets, ask the students in groups of four to discuss and imitate part B to write a similar profile about their favourite pet. 

2. Read out in class. Ask others if they can find the pet’s appearance, personality,

Reading

Objectives

1.To learn about rhyme schemes, stress and intonation of poetry

2.To learn new vocabulary to talk about pets

3.To read about animal behaviour

Ⅰ.Guess my game: Ask students to act out one pet, and ask another one to describe and say the name of the pet.

Ⅱ. 

1. Get the students to read “ My dog” and underline the verbs.

2. Show some pictures and guess the meanings of the verbs.

1.Ask ss some questions to find some adjectives in the poem which tell us about its characteristics and some verbs “ cleverest,wonderful, chase, bark, catch, hunts…”
Q: 1) What’s the dog like?

2.Complete part B2 about :My dog”.

Ⅴ.

1. Get students to read the poem loudly and find out the rhyme individually and pay attention to the same sounds.

2. Ask students where they think the rhyming words making the poems more pleasant to listen to. Ask what other roles of the rhyme in poetry.

1.Ask the students which poem they like. Why or why not?

2.Enjoy the poem written by Longfellow. Ask them to find the rhyming words and try to read.

Grammar

Objectives

1.To use positive and negative imperatives when giving orders and instructions.

2.To organize and understand how to use imperatives appropriately.

3.To use the modals ‘must’, ‘ought to’ and ‘should’ to talk about duties and responsibilities.

Ⅰ.

1..At the beginning of the class, the teacher gives the students some instruntions according to the classroom situation.

e.g. Sit down.  /   Close the window.  /  Listen to me , please. etc.

2. Then ask students when we use these instructions.( 表示命令或请求)

3.Get the students to give more instructions about “ classroom” , list different instructions on the Bb.

e.g. Open the door.  /  Be quiet.  /  Stop talking.  /  Discuss in pairs. etc

4.In different situations we should give different instructions:

e.g.  Fire:  Walk quietly.

           Don’t take the lift.

           Don’t jump off the window when the building is high.

e.g.  On the bus :  Don’t push.

                 Stand clear of the door.

                 Don’t talk loud.

                 Give the seat to the old.

e.g. In the park:  Throw rubbish into the dustbin.

                   Don’t step on the grass.

                   Don’t pick flowers.

Ⅱ.

1. Get the students to read page 94 part A, then talk about how to make an inperative sentence.

1) It doesn’t normally include a subject, because the subject ‘ you’ is omited.

2) It starts with base form of the verb or ‘Don’t’ in front of the verbs.

3) Sometimes the speaker wants to attract someone’s attention, a noun or pronoun can be used to identify the person receving an order or instructions.

e.g. “ Mary, don’t push.” /  “ Don’t push, Mary.”

Intergrated skills and pronunciation

objectives

1.To identify specific characteristics in a description of goldfish .

2.To listen for detail and extract specific information .

3.To use knowledge presented in written text to infer general meaning and context .

Ⅰ.Bring a picture of a goldfish to class to review the new words. Ask the students to make comments about it. Why do people like fish as pets? Then we can get information about goldfish from the students.

Ⅱ.

1. Tell students that they’ll listen to a talk about the fantail goldfish in part A1.

2.Before listening , ask them to guess which is true and which is false.

3. Listen to the tape, check their own answers.

4. Check the answers together and ask students to correct the wrong ones.

1. Ask the students to read the leaflet in part A2 about how to look after a fantail goldfish.

2.Ask the students to make three positive and three negative instructions.

1. Then ask the students to read out to check anwers together.

1. Listen to the tape and repeat.  Pay attention to where the stress fall.

1. Get ss to read Part B in pairs, and talk about where the stress fall and underline the word.

1. Divide the class into groups of four

2. Choose “My dog” to practise reading and underline the stress words.

Main task

objectives

1. To present factual information and opinions in writing.

2. To describe characteristics and personalities of pets.

3. To describe pets’ lifestyles, including feeding habits, homes, likes and dislikes.

4. To generate personal idea,plan and organize text to express one’s own opinions.

5. To present an article about a favourite pet.

Ⅰ Get ss to imitate the animals’ sounds or actions and others guess the names and spell them.
Ⅱ Get ss to talk about their favorite pets and what we should say when we describe a pet  (we’ve talked before)

1. appearance, personality, food, home, likes or dislikes, how to look after…
2. when we describe a pet, we can use some abstract words, such as colour, size； also we can use sentences to describe, such as ‘when does the pet sleep?’‘Or where does the pet like?

3. Help the ss to understand the abstract words.

e.g. size: small, big, large, 36…
4. The students can use Part A to help them. Also they should expand the information that they may find interesting and useful.

5. Ask the students to use as many adjectives as possible to decribe their pet’s personality.And they can choose some sentences in the poem in this unit. But when they use the descriptions, they should use complete sentence to write.It’s the difference between poetry and prose.
Ⅲ riddles (check out B)

1. Get ss to guess riddles about pets

2. There’s a few words to describe the pets in the riddles, why can you guess out?

3. Talk about the information about the pets, which is important, which is splendid, which is riddling…
Ⅳ
1. draw out paragraphs to read and get ss to guess which kind of pet it is.

2. get ss to read

3. The teacher suggests that they can underline some useful sentences we’ve learned in this unit. Maybe they’ll use them in their composition.

4. Ask students to sort their ideas for the introduction , main body and conclusion as detailed in part C. Pictures can help students to focus on descriptive details. So they should look at the picture when they make the writing.

5. Ask students to make draft, re-draft and edit their work to make it really interesting.

6. Tell them the useful expressions can help them.

Ⅵ Get students to put up their writings on the wall after class.
