Unit 21 Body language

Goals:      

1. Talk about body language

2. Describe gestures and facial expressions

3. Practice making offers and requests

4. Learn to use the –ing Form(2)as Subject, Object&Predicative

5. Write an imaginary story

Teaching Period 1    Warming up, Listening and Speaking

Teaching aims:

1. To improve students’ listening ability by listening to the information about body language.

2. To improve students’ listening ability by listening to the given listening passage.

Step1. Lead-in

  (Putting my finger over my mouth)---What does it mean?

---We use both words and body language to express our thoughts and opinions and to communicate with other people.

Step2.Warming up

Tell the Ss to look at the pictures and match each picture with the correct emotion and sentence. Facial expressions like all body language, can usually tell us something about what people are thinking or feeling.

---Are facial expressions easy to understand?

---Can we control our facial expressions?

---In what situation will you have this expression on your face?

(Encourage students to express themselves freely in class)
Step3.Listening

a. lead-in  “You are going to hear about ways that people use body language in different situations.”

b. Task 1   Play the tape for the Ss to listen and complete the exercises in Part1.

c. Task 2   Listen to the tape once again and discuss what the gestures mean in the situations of Part2.

d. Task 3   Check the answers.

Step4.Speaking

a. Preparation

Lead Ss to learn how to use the phrases for asking for help, offering help, accepting or refusing help.

b. Collect the phrases from Ss and then make a summary.

Expressions for asking for help:

Could you help me with...?

Could you please...?

Could you give me a hand with this?

Expressions for offering for help:

Can/Shall I help you with that?

Would you like me to...?

Would you like some help?

Is there anything else I can...?

Do you need some help with that?

Expressions for accepting for help:
Thanks. / Yes, please. / Thank you for your help.

That’s very kind. / That’s very nice of you.

Expressions for refusing for help:
No, thanks. I can manage.

It’s all right, thank you.

I can manage it myself.

c. Pair-work. 

  This time give Ss chances to practice how to ask others for help and offer help to others. Then make a situational dialogue about the three topic.

Teaching Period 2-3   Reading

Teaching aims:
1. To get Ss to understand what body language is and how body language differs from culture to culture.

2. To develop Ss’ ability of communication by mastering correct gestures.

3. To improve Ss’ ability of reading comprehension through reading activities and grasping the spirit of the reading passage.

Step1. Lead-in

“Can you guess what someone is thinking or feeling by looking at his or her body language?”

Step2. Reading

Task1 Skimming

    Ask Ss to skim the text to find the main idea of each paragraph.

Suggested answers:

Para.1: We use both words and body language to express our thoughts and opinions and to communicate with other people.

Para.2: Just like spoken language, body language varies from culture to culture.

Para.3: There are also differences as to how often we touch each other, how close we stand to someone we are talking to, and how we act when we meet or part.

Pare.4: While there are many different interpretations of our body language, some gestures seem to be universal.

Pare.5: The best example of universally understood body language is the smile.

Task2 Scanning

1. Get Ss to scan the text to find the answers to the following questions:

(1) What is the function of body language?

(2) Does the same body language have the same meaning in different cultures? Give an example to explain it.

(3) What is the difference of body language in greeting in different cultures?

(4) Do we have any universal gestures? Give some examples.

(5) Why smiling is important in communicating with others?

Suggested answers:

(1) It can help us to express our thoughts and opinions and to communicate with others.

(2) No. For example, making eye contact in some countries is a way to show that one is interested; in other countries, however, is rude or disrespectful.

(3) In France and Russia, a visiting friend is greeted with a kiss on the cheek; in other countries, people greet each other with a firm handshake, a loving embrace, a bow or simply a nod of the head.

(4) Yes. For example, pressing one’s palms together and resting one’s head on the back of one’s hand means “I’m tired’. Rubbing one’s stomach after a meal means “I’m full.”, while before a meal, it means “I’m hungry.”

(5) Because it can help us get through difficult situations and find friends in a world of strangers.
