Teaching aim:

1 To review important words, phrases and sentences in this unit

2 To encourage students to say something about their familiar wild animals

3 To make students know the importance of protecting wild animals 

Teaching steps:

Step1 Free talk

Part4 When students go to see wolves, they will read an article about wolves and try to check for the mistakes.

3 I will connect the whole lesson by playing different games. With different games, I will help students review the characters of different animals, the plural forms of some nouns and important verbs in this unit.
