3.(Free talk time.)S: I am.

T: OK. It’s free talk time now. Are you ready?

S: Yes. 

T: OK. Here we go.

S: Introduce themselves.

T: Listen, one boy is introducing himself to the new teachers, too. (play the power point) Who is the boy?

S: The boy is Liu Tao.

T: Who is the boy ?(point to some boys in the classroom)

S: The boy is Peter/ Mike/ Jerry.

T: Is he a Chinese boy or an English boy? Listen: He’s a Chinese boy. Say after me: he he. He’s a Chinese boy.

 Boys and girls, can you say a chant like this: 

Peter, Peter, he’s a boy. He’s a Chinese boy.

  Jerry, Jerry, he’s a boy. He’s a Chinese boy.

S: Using the names in the class to say the chant.

T: Look at the screen again. The boy is Liu Tao, He’s a Chinese boy. Where is he from?

S: He’s from Nanjing.

T: Yes, very good. Follow me please: He’s from Nanjing.

S: He’s from Nanjing.

T: Where is Peter from?

S: He’s from Changzhou.

T:OK, let’s try to make the chant a little longer. Like this: Peter, Peter, he’s a boy, he’s a Chinese boy. He’s form Changzhou, China.

S: Using the names in the class to say the longer chant.

T: Let’s look at the screen again. The boy is Liu Tao. He’s a Chinese boy, He’s from Nanjing. He’s ten. He’s thin.

T: How old is Dennis/Jack/ Martin?

S: He’s…
T: Is he fat or thin?

S: He’s fat/thin.

T: Would you please try to use the names in the class to make the chant much longer. For example, Peter, Peter, he’s a boy, he’s a Chinese boy. He’s tall, he’s thin’ he’s from Changzhou, China.

S: Using the other names in the class to say the much longer chant.

T: Look, his eyes are small.

2.T: Who’s the girl?

S:The girl is Ann.

T: She’s an English girl.

---Teaching the new word “she” in the same way.

5.T: Look at this photo. Who is the man?

S: He’s Yang Liwei.

T: Listen, he’s speaking to you. Would you please tell me what did he say just now?

S: He’s From Liaoning. He’s a Chinese man.

  He’s 38. He likes books.

T: Very good. Look , he’s looking at the computer. It’s a lap top. Who’s on the screen? Who’s in the lap top?

S: He’s Yao Ming.

T:I don’t know much about him? Would you please tell me something about Yao Ming?

S: He’s very tall. He’s from Shanghai. He’s a Chinese boy. He likes basketball.

T: Thank you very much. Well done, look at this photo. The woman is my friend. She’s from Changzhou. She’s an English teacher, too. Would you please say something about your friend ,too? First, you can tell your partners.

S: wok in groups

T: One fish, tow fish, three fish and four. Five fish, six fish, seven fish and more.

 Who would like to try?

S: I try.

T: Please

6.T: Now, it’s time to play a guessing game. Are you ready?

S: Yes.

T: Listen carefully! Then tell me who is she?(play the power point)

T: Very good. Now let’s say a chant about “Kitty”.
