Unit 2 (8B)
Teaching procedures of Comic strips and Welcome to the unit

Objectives
To introduce well-known attractions and popular places of interest in foreign cities.
To learn general knowledge about the world and identify activities which people do on holiday

To start students thinking about different places in the world.

Procedures
1. Leading

d. Why is Eddie unhappy in the last picture?

e. Is a heavy bag suitable for travelling?
5. Discuss and write down the answers.
a. Discuss what things we need to take with us when we go on a trip?
 ID card; credit card; cash; map; sunglasses; umbrella ;camera; medicine…
b. Where do you want to go for holiday?
Students talk about the tourist attractions they dream to go .
