Teaching Aims

1. To identify different road signs

2. Get some general information about how to tell others the correct route to a certain place according to the map or real life.

3. React correctly to the directions given by other people
Teaching Procedures

Step 1 New word presentation and practice
   1. Play a game to lead in the phrases of road signs:  turn left, turn right, (go/walk) straight on

2. Practice the phrases of road signs by playing another game. In the game, the students should use the phrases of road signs above to give others correct directions to a certain place in the classroom.

3. Show the students some pictures about road signs to present more new words and phrases: zebra crossing, cross, crossroads, correct.
4. Practice all the phrases of road signs by playing a guessing game.

5. Practice how to talk about the road signs in real situation.
Situation: Tom doesn’t know the road signs very well, his mother is teaching him about the road sings. Make dialogues according to the pictures.
6.  Show the students more photos in the real life to present more new words:
hotel, entrance, exit , on one’s left(right), museum.
Step 2 Presentation (How to give directions)
Present how to give directions with a map. Stress the following phrases:
Walk along the road; turn left/ right at the crossroads/ corner; on your right/left.

Step 3 Practice(How to give directions)
1. Make dialogues .Practice how to go to the museum/park/hotel with some maps.
2. Draw the maps. Listen to the tape and try to draw maps.  
3. Read and Circle. Read the instructions and circle the correct maps.
4. Fill in the blanks. Tell the route according to the maps.
5. Play a game: Finding the present .Put the words and phrases they have learned into real use.

6. Write an e-mail: To tell a foreign friend how to walk from the railway station to our school. 

Step 4  Homework
1.  Collect more road signs and report to your classmates.

2.  If your classmates want to visit your home one day, tell him/her how to walk there from our school.
