Teaching aims: teach students how to appreciate a poem

                 help them learn what information should be included in their presentation
Teaching difficulty:

 how to make it clear the methods used in analyzing a poem, including structure, imagery, theme and rhyme
Teaching procedure:

Step I: leading in 

1. Review the various forms of literature of Unit One. Then draw students’ attention to poetry and identify today’s task – appreciate a poem.

2. Listen to a man reciting a poem. Tell students that we need to understand a poem before appreciating it. What else should we do. Ask students to read the passage.

Step II: reading

Part 1:  ask students to read para 1- 4 and fill in the table

        And summarize the main idea of this part.

Part 2: ask students to find the main idea of it and find the similarity among the three        representatives

 Part 3: tell students the main idea of this part and ask them to answer the three questions here

  What is the structure of this poem?

  What is the theme of it?

  Can you find the rhymes(押韵词)?

  If necessary, ask students to discuss them with their partner. After that, take students to analyse 

  how Burns presents imagery to us.

Have a second look at the ways to appreciate a poem. Meanwhile, remind them that recitation can help them to understand the feeling in a poem.
