Teaching Plan for Future Continuous Tense

Teaching aims:

1. Get the students to know about the future continuous tense;

2. Help the students get familiar with the tense;

3. Help the students learn how to use the tense correctly and fluently.

Teaching Procedures:
Ⅰ. Introduction to the future continuous tense

Introduce to the students the future continuous tense through some sentences from the reading material:
①We’ll be flying to Morocco, in northern Africa.
②We’ll be traveling by camel, with local guides.
③We’ll be walking every day for almost two weeks.
④After that, we’ll be moving on to Tanzania, where we’re going to climb Mount Kilimanjaro.
Then discuss with the students about the basic structure of future continuous tense.
Ⅱ. Introduction to the usage of future continuous tense

1)We will have (have) an English class tomorrow morning.
2)We will be having (have) an English class at 8:20 tomorrow morning. 

→Usage 1:Talk about something that will be in progress at a certain time or over a period of time in the future.(讨论将来某个时间段或时间点正在进行的动作)

1) I will see you this Friday.

  ( I intend to see you. I’ll go to your home specially to see you.)
2) I will be seeing you this Friday.
  (Maybe we have both been invited to a party this Friday when I will see you naturally.)
→Usage 2:Express future without intention. When it is used in this way, we want to indicate that something will happen naturally. It doesn’t imply that the subject has arranged the action.（表示不包含主语主观意愿的纯粹将来。使用这种方式，我们想表达某件事会很自然地发生，主语并不参与安排或计划。）

1) What will you be doing tomorrow?
2) Will you be using your dictionary?

3) When will you be going to the supermarket?

→Usage 3:Make polite enquiries about other people’s future plans.（委婉地询问对方的未来计划，比用will do听起来更有礼貌。）

Ⅲ. Exercises to consolidate the usage of the tense
Exercise 1: Finish the letter on their students’ books.
