Aim: to help students master certain techniques in dealing with multiple-choice questions

Aids: computer, projector

Procedures:

Step 1: Lead-in

Teacher shows students the result of the survey conducted recently on how they deal with multiple-choice questions.

Teacher introduces the topic of the lesson: Techniques on dealing with multiple-choice questions.

Step 2: Presentation (1)

4. We are nervous.
