	Teaching aims
	1. Develop the students’ reading skills (predicting, skimming, scanning and digesting)

2. Improve students’ abilities to summarize, co-operate and participate.

	Important points
	1. Help students learn the new expressions naturally to give a hint about the story.

2. Make students understand the article correctly. 

3. Let students know the main idea of the article by learning the new expressions and reading it.

	Difficult points
	1. Design and finish some exercises according to the article by students themselves.

2. Find out the further meaning of the article.


Step 1, Presentation (10’)
