教学内容： 牛津小学英语5B / Unit 8 / Part C&D

Aims:

Main phrase: catch insects

Main drills: How do / does … spend your / his / her weekends?

          I / He / She often …
Main topic: Family weekends and weekend plan for this week and so on.

Tools:

multi-medium

Steps:

1. Greetings.

T: Good morning, class. Sit down, please.

I’m Peggy from Changzhou and I’m your new English teacher today. Nice to meet you.

2. Self Introduction. 
T: To help you know me better, here is my name card. (name, favorite food, favorite fruit, favorite subject, hobbies)

(talk about the name card and communicate with the students)

3. How do you spend your weekends? I often … Sometimes I …

T: I like reading books, too. I often read books at the weekends. Today is Friday. What day is it tomorrow?

S: It is Saturday.

T: Yes, it’s a weekend again. Saturdays and Sundays are weekends.

( weekend ( ten, bend, hen, end ) ( at the weekends

T: I often read books at the weekends. What do you usually do at the weekends? 

S: I usually …

T: What about you?

S: …

T: Do you usually … at the weekends?

S: …

( T: How do you spend your weekends? ( spend ( ten, bend, pen, weekend)

(after enough models, let the students have a talk in pairs and then present)

4. How does … spend his / her weekends? He / She often … Sometimes he / she …
T: So I’ve known a lot about your weekends. Next, let’s have a look at these students’ weekends. How do they spend their weekends? First, let’s start from Yang Ling. 

( How does Yang Ling spend her weekends? (watch TV, read English)

( Su Yang (catch insects, watch TV)

( David (play cards, listen to music)

( Gao Shan (draw pictures, wash clothes) (guess first)
(use different ways of practice, such as pair work, group work, teacher and students and so on)

5. Listening Training about Gao Shan’s family weekends.

T: So this is something about the students’ weekends. Would you like to something about Gao Shan’s family weekends? Let’s listen to the tape and try to choose the correct answers.

(listen then check)
6. My family Weekends.
T: Next, I’d like to show you something about my family weekend.

(show the students pictures of my family weekends and communicate with them and talk about theirs by the way, then let them chat about their family weekends in pairs and present later)

8. Ideas and plans of the weekends.

T: It seems your family weekends are all very happy and interesting. Do you like your weekend?

S: Yes.

T: Why?

S: Because …

T: I like the weekends very much, too. Because I can … at the weekends. This weekends, I’m going to go around Nanjing and take some photos. What are you going to do this weekend?

S: …

T: What about you?

S: …

T: Are you going to …, too?

S: …

(after enough models, encourage the students to say something as follows: I like / don’t like

weekends. Because … This weekend, I’m going to …)

9. Something about the coming Children’s Day.

T: I’m glad to know that most of you like and enjoy your weekends very much. In fact, there are many other days to enjoy in a year, such as New Year’s Day, May Day holiday, Children’s Day, Christmas Day and so on. And one of these days is coming. What is it?

S: Children’s Day.

T: Yes. How do you usually spend your Children’s Day?

S: …

T: What about you?

S: …

T: What do you want to do this Children’s Day?

S: …

T: All right. Please a have a chat in groups about the coming Children’s Day. And these pictures are for your reference.

(after enough models, let the students chat in groups about how they usually spend their

Children’s Day and what they want to do this Children’s Day )

10. Homework.

T: Today, we learnt Unit 8, Part C and D. And we also talked a lot about our weekends. Today’s homework, please read and write down Part C and D, and finish the survey as follows. Ask your friend, cousin and teacher how they spend their weekends, May Day holiday, Christmas Day and summer holiday. Time is up.
