When Liu Jiawei sees people wearing hip-hop (嘻哈) clothes with expensive logos (昂贵的品牌), he can not look straight (直视) at them. “They are so fashionable that I feel like they are going to rap (说唱) a song the next second. This puts my unfashionable self (自己) under great pressure (压力),” said the 14-year-old boy from Jilin.
What Liu is experiencing(经历) is fashion anxiety (焦虑), a recent hot topic online. These days, many people feel anxious (焦虑的) about their outfits (全套服装). They are afraid of being seen as out of style. 
A big reason that leads to fashion anxiety is fashion bullying (霸凌), experts said. Fashion advertising (广告) and many TV shows have made our society(社会) care more about how we look. There is a lot of pressure on people, especially teenagers(青少年), to follow the latest trends (趋势). Li Meixi, 12, from Chengdu, Sichuan used to watch the videos of fashion vloggers(视频博主) and read fashion magazines to catch up with the trends. “I want to be as stylish as fashion icons(偶像),” Li said. “But it takes time and energy, and I often give it up for a while.”
Another reason for fashion anxiety, said The Paper, may be a lack of self-confidence (自信). We care too much about how fashionable people look at us. This can make us doubt(怀疑) or even dislike ourselves. 
In fact, fashion is always changing. If you’re able to wear something with confidence, you will be the one starting a trend. More importantly, what you wear cannot fully show who you are. What also matters is your personality(性格,品质).
