The Street Party教学设计
一、设计理念

英语绘本阅读是学生在学习英语的过程中对英语课堂知识的有效补充，也是提升学生核心素养的有效途径。在阅读过程中，教师应充分挖掘绘本资源，以生活化的情境激活学生的认知体验，以色彩鲜艳、故事性强、图文并茂的绘本元素激发学生的英语阅读兴趣，以具身参与的体验式阅读发展学生的思维品质，丰富学生的英语知识积累。

二、教学内容

《丽声北极星分级绘本第三级上》The Street Party
三、教学目标

1. 语言建构与积累

（1）学生能基于故事听懂、会说、会读单词：sandwich, salad, fruit, ice
cream, jelly, cake, eat, food, drink, water, cola, lemonade, delicious,
sweet tea等（学习理解）
（2）学生能充分利用图片和录音，整体感知故事，梳理并理解故事内容。（学习理解）

2. 思维提升与发展

（1）学生能根据图片、语气、上下文推测词句的含义。（学习理解）

（2）学生能在教师的引导下，依据情境复述故事，模仿角色的语气语调, 分角色表演故事。（应用实践）

（3）学生能简要评价绘本中的角色，或将自己代入情境和角色进行思考。（迁移创新）

3. 文化品格塑造：

（1）学生能认识到不同的国家有不同的风俗习惯，学习不同食物的单词。（学习理解）

（2）学生能形成跨文化意识，体验人与人之间关爱的情感。（应用实践）

四、教学过程

Step 1 Pre-reading

1. Quick respond
T: Hello, boys and girls. I will show you some words. Please read them

quickly. Ready? Go!

T: Great. What can you think of according to them?
T: What kind of parties do you know?

T: Wow! Birthday party, new year’s party, welcome party, Christmas

party…
T: What do people do at different parties?
T: Very good. 
T: Where do you usually have parties?

T: Maybe you have a party at home, at the restaurant or in the park…

2. Cover reading
T: Today we will read a picture book about a party. Look at those people.

They are having a party. Where are they?
T: Yes. In the street.
T: What kind of party is it?
T: It’s a street party. So the title of the book is The Street Party. Follow

me. The street party.
Step 2 While-reading

1. Picture reading
T: OK. Look at these two pictures. Oh, try to predict: What happened?

T: Wonderful! Look, Albert and Rosie are on the street. How do they feel?
T: They feel happy and excited.
2. Detailed reading
T: Now read page 3-5 and find what do Albert and his family do for the street party?

T: What do mum and dad do for the party?

T: Yes. They put up flags and balloons.

T: What do Albert and Rosie do for the party?

T: Yes. They help mum and dad put up flags and balloons.

T: What does Grandad do for the party?

T: Yes. He makes a long table. Look at the long table. What does Grandad use to make it? 
T: Yes. Boxes and wood. So is it sturdy?
T: What does Grandma do for the party?

T: She puts a cloth on the table.

T: Then what does mum do?

T: She puts the music on. Look, the food for party is ready. What is on the table? 

T: Good job. There are sandwiches, salads and fresh fruit. There is ice cream, jelly and cake.
T: Look at this page. What else do we need for the party?
T: Yes. We need chairs to sit. We also need the tableware. Look. Everyone brings a chair to sit on. They put the tableware on the table. Everyone brings a plate and a cup. 
T: Are they ready for the party?
T: OK. Look at all the food on the table. They look nice. I’d like some jelly. If you were at the party, what would you like? Please ask and answer with your partners.
T: Now let’s act. Please create a dialogue between grandma and her family. And then try to act in group of 6.
T: Oh. Look at Albert. He’s not at the table. What’s the matter with him?

T: What is Albert worried about?
T: Super! The table is made of boxes and wood. It’s not sturdy. Maybe the long table will be broken by the food.
T: If you were Albert, what would you do?
T: Brilliant! Now read page 10-12 and find What does Albert do? What does he say to people?

T: Look. What does Albert do? What does he say to people?
T: Does anyone hear him?
T: Why not?
T: Yes. the music is too loud and nobody hears. What do people do?
T: The things on the table are getting heavier. 
T: Then what does Albert see?
T: He sees the crack on the box under the table. What does he hear? Listen.
T: Yes. He hears a loud noise. “CRACK!” Guess, what will happen?
T: Now, read page 14-19 and finish the task.
T: Have you finished? Let’s check.
T: What does Albert do before the table falls down?
T: OK, does it work?
T: Right. What do you want to say to Albert?
T: Very good. Boys and girls, is it the ending of this story?
T: What will happen then?
T: Look at Albert. Is he worried now?
T: Yes. He can enjoy the food now. What does Rosie ask Albert to do? Listen.
T: Oh. Rosie is a nice girl. Look, what does Rosie do for him?
T: What happens after Rosie takes the chair out?
T: Oh. What a pity! That’s what Albert worried about.
T: If you were Albert, would you be angry with Rosie?
T: Very good! Would the other people be angry with Rosie?
T: Do you like the story? I like this interesting story. Let’s listen and follow.
Step 3 Post-reading

T: Street parties are very popular in the UK. Is there a street party in China?
T: But we have many other kinds of parties. Now let’s choose one kind of party and make a plan for your party. You may write down the plan on the paper.
T: OK. Let’s share your plans.
T: I love your ideas.
Step 4 Homework   
1. Share the story with your friends and family.

2. Discuss with your friends what will happen after the table falls down.
